Genesis

Introduction:
The word Genesis means “beginnings.” The book of Genesis is 
about many beginnings — ​the beginning of the universe, the begin-
ning of man and woman, the beginning of human sin, the begin-
ning of God’s promises and plans for salvation, and the beginning 
of a special relationship between Abraham and God. Genesis tells 
us about God’s special people and his plan for their lives. Some of 
these people are: Adam and Eve, Noah, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, and 
Joseph and his brothers.

Genesis is the first book in the Pentateuch — ​a word that means 
five books, and includes the first five books of the Bible. These 
books are also known as the books of the law because they con-
tain God’s instructions and laws for the people of Israel. Genesis 
is included because it tells the history of how Israel became God’s 
special people. These five books were most likely written by Mo-
ses, except for the last chapter of Deuteronomy which tells about 
Moses’ death.
