These are the names of the sons of Is-

rael who went to Egypt with Jacob,
each with his family: 2Reuben, Simeon,
Levi and Judah; 3Issachar, Zebulun and
Benjamin; “Dan and Naphtali; Gad and
Asher. 5The descendants of Jacob num-
bered seventy* in all; Joseph was already
in Egypt.

SNow Joseph and all his brothers and all
that generation died, “but the Israelites
were fruitful and multiplied greatly and be-
came exceedingly numerous, so that the
land was filled with them.

8Then a new king, who did not know
about Joseph, came to power in Egypt.
9“Look,” he said to his people, “the Israel-
ites have become much too numerous for
us. 1°Come, we must deal shrewdly with
them or they will become even more nu-
merous and, if war breaks out, will join our
enemies, fight against us and leave the
country.”

S0 they put slave masters over them
to oppress them with forced labor, and they
built Pithom and Rameses as store cities
for Pharaoh. 12But the more they were op-
pressed, the more they multiplied and
spread; so the Egyptians came to dread the
Israelites ®and worked them ruthlessly.
1They made their lives bitter with hard
labor in brick and mortar and with all kinds
of work in the fields; in all their hard labor
the Egyptians used them ruthlessly.

15The king of Egypt said to the Hebrew
midwives, whose names were Shiphrah
and Puah, “When you help the Hebrew
women in childbirth and observe them on
the delivery stool, if it is a boy, kill him; but
if it is a girl, let her live.”

20S0 God was kind to the midwives and
the people increased and became even
more numerous. *!And because the mid-
wives feared God, he gave them families of
their own.

23:8 David’s mighty men were war
heroes. Each of the mighty men was
a famous fighter who had helped to
win a great victory over Israel’s ene-
mies. Some of these heroes and their
courageous acts are highlighted in

2 Samuel 23.

the Philistines till his hand grew tired and
froze to the sword. The LORD brought
about a great victory that day. The troops
returned to Eleazar, but only to strip the
dead.

1 Next to him was Shammah son of Agee
the Hararite. When the Philistines banded
together at a place where there was a field
full of lentils, Israel’s troops fled from
them. 2But Shammah took his stand in the
middle of the field. He defended it and
struck the Philistines down, and the LORD
brought about a great victory.

BBDuring harvest time, three of the thir-
ty chief men came down to David at the
cave of Adullam, while a band of Philistines
was encamped in the Valley of Rephaim.
11At that time David was in the stronghold,
and the Philistine garrison was at Bethle-
hem. *David longed for water and said,
“Oh, that someone would get me a drink of
water from the well near the gate of Beth-
lehem!” 16So the three mighty men broke
through the Philistine lines, drew water
from the well near the gate of Bethlehem
and carried it back to David. But he refused
to drink it; instead, he poured it out before
the LORD. 7“Far be it from me, O LORD, to
do this!” he said. “Is it not the blood of men
who went at the risk of their lives?” And
David would not drink it.

Such were the exploits of the three
mighty men.

Although the
Egyptian had a spear in his hand, Benaiah
went against him with a club. He snatched
the spear from the Egyptian’s hand and
killed him with his own spear. 22Such were
the exploits of Benaiah son of Jehoiada; he
too was as famous as the three mighty
men. 2*He was held in greater honor than
any of the Thirty, but he was not included
among the Three. And David put him in
charge of his bodyguard.

1Have we not all one Father¢? Did not
one God create us? Why do we profane the
covenant of our fathers by breaking faith
with one another?

Juydah has broken faith. A detestable
thing has been committed in Israel and in
Jerusalem: Judah has desecrated the sanc-
tuary the LORD loves, by marrying the
daughter of a foreign god. 12As for the man
who does this, whoever he may be, may the
LORD cut him off from the tents of Jacob®—
even though he brings offerings to the
LORD Almighty.

(Hebrews 6:19).
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heirs of what was promised, he confirmed
it with an oath. ¥God did this so that, by
two unchangeable things in which it is im-
possible for God to lie, we who have fled to
take hold of the hope offered to us may be
greatly encouraged. 1We have this hope as
an anchor for the soul, firm and secure. It
enters the inner sanctuary behind the cur-
tain, 2°where Jesus, who went before us,
has entered on our behalf. He has become
a high priest forever, in the order of
Melchizedek.

Melchizedek the Priest
This Melchizedek was king of Salem
and priest of God Most High. He met
Abraham returning from the defeat of the
kings and blessed him, 2and Abraham gave
him a tenth of everything. First, his name
means “king of righteousness”; then also,
“king of Salem” means “king of peace.”
3Without father or mother, without geneal-
ogy, without beginning of days or end of
life, like the Son of God he remains a priest
forever.
4Just think how great he was: Even the
patriarch Abraham gave him a tenth of the
plunder! 5Now the law requires the de-
scendants of Levi who become priests to
collect a tenth from the people—that is,
their brothers—even though their broth-
ers are descended from Abraham. ®¢This
man, however, did not trace his descent
from Levi, yet he collected a tenth from

a6 Or repentance while
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Abraham and blessed him who had the
promises. “And without doubt the lesser
person is blessed by the greater. 8In the
one case, the tenth is collected by men who
die; but in the other case, by him who is
declared to be living. °One might even say
that Levi, who collects the tenth, paid the
tenth through Abraham, ®because when
Melchizedek met Abraham, Levi was still
in the body of his ancestor.

Jesus Like Melchizedek

111f perfection could have been attained
through the Levitical priesthood (for on the
basis of it the law was given to the people),
why was there still need for another priest
to come—one in the order of Melchizedek,
not in the order of Aaron? ?For when there
is a change of the priesthood, there must
also be a change of the law. 3He of whom
these things are said belonged to a different
tribe, and no one from that tribe has ever
served at the altar. *For it is clear that our
Lord descended from Judah, and in regard
to that tribe Moses said nothing about
priests. And what we have said is even
more clear if another priest like Melchiz-
edek appears, one who has become a
priest not on the basis of a regulation as to
his ancestry but on the basis of the power
of an indestructible life. 17For it is declared:

“You are a priest forever,
in the order of Melchizedek.”«

18The former regulation is set aside be-
cause it was weak and useless ?(for the
law made nothing perfect), and a better
hope is introduced, by which we draw near
to God.

20And it was not without an oath! Others
became priests without any oath, 2'but he
became a priest with an oath when God
said to him:

“The Lord has sworn
and will not change his mind:

22Because of this oath, Jesus has become
the guarantee of a better covenant.

25Now there have been many of those
priests, since death prevented them from
continuing in office; ?*but because Jesus
lives forever, he has a permanent priest-
hood. #*Therefore he is able to save com-
pletely¢ those who come to God through
him, because he always lives to intercede
for them.

26Such a high priest meets our need—
one who is holy, blameless, pure, set apart
from sinners, exalted above the heavens.
27Unlike the other high priests, he does not
need to offer sacrifices day after day, first
for his own sins, and then for the sins of
the people. He sacrificed for their sins once
for all when he offered himself. 28For the
law appoints as high priests men who are
weak; but the oath, which came after the
law, appointed the Son, who has been made
perfect forever.

serves in the sanctuary, the true tabernacle
set up by the Lord, not by man.

3Every high priest is appointed to offer
both gifts and sacrifices, and so it was nec-
essary for this one also to have something
to offer. 4If he were on earth, he would not
be a priest, for there are already men who
offer the gifts prescribed by the law. They
serve at a sanctuary that is a copy and
shadow of what is in heaven. This is why
Moses was warned when he was about to
build the tabernacle: “See to it that you
make everything according to the pattern
shown you on the mountain.” 6But the
ministry Jesus has received is as superior
to theirs as the covenant of which he is me-
diator is superior to the old one, and it is
founded on better promises.

“For if there had been nothing wrong
with that first covenant, no place would
have been sought for another. 8But God
found fault with the people and said?’:

“The time is coming, declares the Lord,
when I will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel
and with the house of Judah.
91t will not be like the covenant
I made with their forefathers
when I took them by the hand
to lead them out of Egypt,
because they did not remain faithful to
my covenant,
and I turned away from them,
declares the Lord.
10This is the covenant I will make with
the house of Israel
after that time, declares the Lord.

HEBREWS 8-9
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I will put my laws in their minds
and write them on their hearts.
I will be their God,
and they will be my people.
11 No longer will a man teach his neighbor,
or a man his brother, saying, ‘Know
the Lord,

13By calling this covenant “new,” he has
made the first one obsolete; and what is ob-
solete and aging will soon disappear.

Worship in the Earthly Tabernacle

Now the first covenant had regula-
tions for worship and also an earthly
sanctuary. 2A tabernacle was set up. In its
first room were the lampstand, the table
and the consecrated bread; this was called
the Holy Place. 3Behind the second curtain
was a room called the Most Holy Place,
4which had the golden altar of incense and
the gold-covered ark of the covenant. This
ark contained the gold jar of manna,
Aaron’s staff that had budded, and the stone
tablets of the covenant. 5Above the ark
were the cherubim of the Glory, overshad-
owing the atonement cover.? But we can-
not discuss these things in detail now.
SWhen everything had been arranged
like this, the priests entered regularly into
the outer room to carry on their ministry.
7But only the high priest entered the inner
room, and that only once a year, and never
without blood, which he offered for himself
and for the sins the people had committed
in ignorance. 8The Holy Spirit was showing
by this that the way into the Most Holy
Place had not yet been disclosed as long as
the first tabernacle was still standing. *This
is an illustration for the present time, indi-
cating that the gifts and sacrifices being of-
fered were not able to clear the conscience
of the worshiper. 1°They are only a matter
